For
each residence, we would like to list the names of adults, children, and pets, your contact
information and location of the gas meter.

In case of emergency or disaster

First secure your home and family. Next, CERT members and any volunteers are requested to
report to the residence of the Neighborhood Team Captain or alternate. This location will be the
Command Center and the gathering site for our neighborhood. From there, teams will be sent out
to assess damage, check on people home
alone, suppress fires and provide first aid.
